Keynote Speaker - Dr. Ronald L. Jackson II, Pennsylvania State University
“Where We Must Go From Here: Issuing a Charge to the Field of Communication”
Ronald L. Jackson II (Ph. D., Howard University) is Associate Professor of culture and communication theory in the Department of Communication Arts & Sciences at the Pennsylvania State University. He is author of eight books including the recent African American Communication: Identity and Culture (with Michael Hecht and Sidney Ribeau; Erlbaum Publishers; 2003), Scripting the Black Body: Identity, discourse and racial politics in popular media (sole-authored; 2006), and Black Pioneers in Communication Research (with Sonja Brown Givens; 2006).  Author of almost four dozen articles, chapters and reviews, Dr. Jackson has developed two theories coined “cultural contracts theory” and "black masculine identity theory."  He is currently working on a 3-volume Sage Encyclopedia of Identity (with psychologist Michael Hogg) for Sage Publications in addition to a manuscript about multiracial identity (with Leda Cooks) while continuing his successful book series for SUNY press on the politics of identity negotiation.
