Strategic Connections With the Transfer Student Community

Chair: Sandra Stallings, North Carolina State University

Transfer students are a unique population.  They come to us from a variety of venues, with a variety of experiences and expectations.  An article published in the News and Observer, “Students delay four-year college,” suggests that many students are exhibiting a heightened interest in 2-year schools and, as the title indicates, postponing matriculation at 4-year institutions.  Reasons mentioned for the delay include: monetary savings, students wanting the chance to explore academic options, and, the fact that some students were not accepted at their 4-year institution of choice.   The decision by some students to delay matriculation into the 4-year institution necessitates strategic communication between all parties involved.  How do we communicate with our transfer students?  Are we, in advising, meeting the needs of these students?  Can/should more be done?  The purpose of this panel is to look at the issues facing students who are considering transferring, the advising these students are given at the initial institutions, and the advising being offered at the 4-year institutions.

Developing Connections through Core Competencies at Central Piedmont Community College

In the fall of 2006, Central Piedmont Community College launched a new initiative aimed at infusing four basic core competencies throughout all basic program curricula.  The goal of this initiative is for every graduate of Central Piedmont Community College to demonstrate mastery of the core competencies (communication, critical thinking, personal growth and responsibility, and information technology and quantitative literacy) in addition to the requirements of individual programs. It has been the challenge of each program to decide how those competencies are best to be integrated into its courses.  The Communication Program at CPCC had a particular challenge since it already was responsible for three of the general education goals.  In our presentation, we will share how through our courses we are meeting the core competencies, how we integrate them into our classes with activities and assignments, how the core competencies are integrated with general education goals, and, perhaps most importantly, how we assess to determine if students are making progress towards meeting these core competencies. Cultural Concerns and Internet Research from Text Messages and My Space to Bloggers

This panel looks at text messaging sites such as My Space and it also addresses Blogs.  By looking at Blogs, the panel addresses the effects of and restrictions on cyberdissidents in many overseas nations, including China, Zimbabwe, Belarus and Egypt.  The researchers will present the findings of a qualitative study examining the issue of global free expression through blogging and look at the technological, political and legal issues that have arisen. Blog content and reactions from cyberdissidents and their readers will also be presented through Internet conversations conducted with bloggers as part of the research.  The panel will also address rapid messaging which has supported stylistic communication and different slang for text messaging and personal descriptors for message boards. The focus will be on My Space.  The panel will discuss their perception of how we as communication professors may be effective in grasping a fast, focused and flexible way of integrating the guiles of the techno-turbulent future of effective communication and potential strategies for competently connecting with our students using the youth cultural iconic means of communication.  The traditional transactional model of communication may be revised through this panel discussion.

Developing Local and Global Leaders: Communication and Leadership at Columbia College

Under directive from the president of the college, all academic departments of Columbia College have developed discipline-specific programs for infusing leadership into their curriculum. Last year at CCA we presented our department’s philosophy of leadership, arguing that many of the ways we develop communication competence can help students develop leadership potential.  We also shared ideas on how to implement our philosophy of leadership into three communication courses.  This panel presentation is a follow up to last year’s panel presentation.  In the last year, the department of communication and theatre at Columbia College has continued its efforts to infuse leadership into the curriculum by revising our course descriptions and syllabi to reflect our perspective on leadership and by adding a “leadership semester” experience to the requirements for the BA in communication.  The panelists will discuss how infusing our curriculum with a leadership emphasis has invigorated our program and how we see the leadership semester requirement enhancing our students’ academic experience.  We will also provide suggestions for other departments might be able to infuse leadership in their curriculum or just in particular communication courses.
